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4. PMC cells for major projects should be established in departments. PMC should have-
a- Trained manpower specifically for clearances.

b- One project in- charge for every major project.

. A Project Monitoring Celi (PMC) is hereby cons*ituted to ensure timely

clearances from other departments / agencies like Forest &
Environment, Energy, PWD, NH, LSG, WRD, Revenue efc. required for
execution of water supply projects / schemes, so as {o avoid hindrance
and’delay in execution. The Celi shall be headed by the Additional Chief
Engineer (SP), PHED, Jaipur. A team of 2 EESIAESs shall be nominated by
the ACE(SP) for his assistance. :

Information of all pending clearances of ongoing projects / schemes shall
immediately be provided by the.respective Engineer in Charge (Eil) to tha
PMC and the PMC shall take immediate action for arranging early clearances
at the Govt. level. The PMC shall also guide the field officers in applying for
obtaining clearances from the resbective agency / departmenit.

At the time of formulation of a new scheme / project in future, identification of
the lands required and clearances involved in the project shall be done in the
very first stage of project fcrmulation and the same shall be made part of the
proposal for sanction. Any proposal without above information shall not be
considered for A&F sanction. A copy of above information shall be provided
by EiC to the PMC for examination and comments.

Proposal for technical sanction shall invariably include the details of required
lands for varicus components of the project, status of allotment / acquisition,
likely time for allotment / acquisition, impact of delay in execution of the
project etc.. Similarly details of clearances required from various other
agencies / departments, status of required clearance, likely time for clearance,
impact of delay in clearance in execution of the project etc. shali elso de
included in DPR for Technical Sanction. A copy of above informetion shazll
also be provided by EiC to the PMC.

The PMC shall pursus the pending clearances at its lzvei with the
various departments / agencies and also arrange mestings regularly at
Government level for expediting pending clearances.

The PMC shali commence its functioning with immediate effect.
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
